Dear Sisters and Brothers,

If you were able to join us
yesterday for the unveiling of the
“Stop the Killing” campaign I want
to thank you for your time and
interest in this pressing

But even seeking a more peaceful
solution is controversial, and with
each new person we invited to the
table we had more and more
proposals on how we should
proceed. Our ultimate solution was
to come at the problem from as
many different angles and with as
many different tactics as possible.
As Helen Prejean once said, “When

can. Whatever you are
comfortable with doing,
from prayer to talking with gang
members, there is probably a group
out there doing it. We invite you to
join in and lend your voice. Speak
out on behalf of our children.

As we celebrate the Ascension of
our Lord we are reminded of his
great victory over death. The term
“Culture of Death,” once used by
Pope John Paul II to describe
American culture has become a very
common term to describe us. It fills
our movie and TV screens; our
children play at it with a disturbing
realism that was unimagined when
many of us were children. Some of
our youth grow up surrounded by
the real thing, with little expectation
that they will survive to see adult-
hood. Christ’s victory was over
more than sin. Christ’s victory over
the cross was a renunciation of the
very concept that life & death are in
the hands of this world. Life belongs
to the Creator and only God has the

right to end a life. Only the one who I

gave it can take it away. We cannot,
must not presume to be judge, jury,
executioner --- god.

“PUSHED” OUT ON MISSION

There is a delightful character in the original Dr.
Dolittle Tales called the “Pushmi-Pullyu.” It is a
beast with two identical halves, with a head at each
end. No matter which direction the beast walks,
one end is the “push me” and the other is the “pull
you.” Today’s feast is a bit like that in the life of
the Church. In the book of the Acts of the
Apostles, it is the ascension of Christ that calls for
the Holy Spirit, which consequently sends or
“pushes” the church out on its mission. This is the
message that we hear from the angels today as
they tell the friends of Jesus not to look up into the
clouds, but to get busy. It is the message of Jesus
himself in Matthew’s Gospel, as he sends them out
to baptize. He also tells them, “I am with you
always, until the end of the age” (Matthew 28:20).
And it is this message, confident in faith that Jesus
has ascended to shouts of joy, that “pulls” us along
to our final destiny. The life of the faithful
disciple, sent into the world on mission, will one

St. Barnabas
Feast Day: June 11"

Barnabas, a Jew of Cyprus, comes as
close as anyone outside the Twelve to
being a full-fledged apostle. He was
closely associated with St. Paul and
served as a kind of mediator between
the former persecutor and the still
suspicious Jewish Christians. When a
Christian community developed at
Antioch, Barnabas was sent as the
official representative of the Church
of Jerusalem. He and Paul instructed
in Antioch for a year.

Later, Paul and Barnabas, now clearly
seen as charismatic leaders, were sent
by Antioch officials to preach to the
Gentiles. After a miracle at Lystra, the
people wanted to offer sacrifice to
them as gods—Barnabas being Zeus,
and Paul, Hermes—but the two said,
“We are of the same nature as you,
human beings. We proclaim to you
good news that you should turn from
these idols to the living God”.

But all was not peaceful. They were
expelled from one town, they had to
go to Jerusalem to clear up the ever-
recurring controversy about circumci-
sion and even the best of friends can
have differences. When Paul wanted
to revisit the places they had evangel-
ized, Barnabas wanted to take along
John Mark, his cousin, but Paul
insisted that, since Mark had deserted
them once, he was not fit to take
along now. The disagreement that
followed was so sharp that Barnabas
and Paul separated, Barnabas taking
Mark to Cyprus, Paul taking Silas to
Syria. Later, they were reconciled—
Paul, Barnabas and Mark.

When Paul stood up to Peter for not
eating with Gentiles for fear of his
Jewish friends, we learn that “even
Barnabas was carried away by their
hypocrisy”
